

Procedures of the Regional Assemblies 

2/4 September 2011, Balatonmáriafürd, Lake Balaton, Hungary

Internal Organization

Referring to the Disabled Peoples' International Constitution (Article 9) Regional Assembly must meet every two years, with the purpose to fulfil the objectives of DPI at the regional level and to coordinate the activities of the members in its region.

The last Regional assembly was held in Budapest on August 30th 2009 have elected the Chairperson, the Board Members (art. 11) and the DPI World Council members from European Region for a 4 years period.

In consequence of the upcoming DPI Europe Regional assembly is not charge to elect regional officers or WC members and will just have to discuss and decide positions and proposals for the World Assembly.

Preparation of the World Assembly:

DPI-Europe must inform the Head Quarter and the WC members on the delegated persons who will participate to the next World Assembly.

The World Council shall, as a first priority, elect a Chairperson, one or more Deputy Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer, and any other officers necessary, for a four-year period, starting from the end of the World Assembly (Art. 11). The WC members are the only persons who can candidate for the post in the World Executive. 

Regional Assembly shall prepare documents, suggestions and proposals to include in the World Action Plan, submit to approval of the WC and WA.

DPI Europe Organization

About the procedures to create a new organization of DPI-Europe, decisions of DPI Europe officers meeting on 29 & 30 May Budapest, Hungary, date that: The Constitution priject which was discussed will be rewrited and share with officers for their comments and recommendations as organization by End of June and time limit one month Before sending  to DPI Europe members, officer approved the constitution. 

After getting approval from DPI Europe officers, the Project of a new Constitution will be send to the National assemblies and will be discussed during the 2011 Congress.
